Luke 17:1-10

Luke 17:1 (ESV)
And He said to His disciples, “Temptations to sin are sure to come, but woe to the one through whom they come! 

Luke 17:2 (ESV)
It would be better for him if a millstone were hung around his neck and he were cast into the sea than that he should cause one of these little ones to sin. 

Luke 17:3 (ESV)
Pay attention to yourselves! If your brother sins, rebuke him, and if he repents, forgive him,

Isaiah 43:25 (ESV)
“I, I am He who blots out your transgressions for My own sake, and I will not remember your sins.

Ephesians 4:32 (ESV)
Be kind to one another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, as God in Christ forgave you.
